The Jos Crisis: - an orchestrated mayhem targeted at Muslims' Schools
The title of this write-up may appear paradoxical, yet; that is the truth. Let a picture be painted for the reader to behold:

Al-Iman Schools is a conglomeration of model schools: Nursery, Primary, Secondary Schools and Islamic theological Colleges, (the Diploma Section inclusive). This School (the conglomeration), has been in existence since the year 1983. It has produced high quality and productive citizens who are serving the country in all spheres of human endeavors. 
The school does not engage in any thing apart from academic activities. We have been accommodating to our neighbors (the non-Muslims in particular), more so the school's objective has no membership of either political party nor does it have any political inclination. The school has never discriminated (in its interaction) against people by virtue of their faith, particularly with any invigilator, supervisor, visitor or anybody that has had a cause to have any dealings with Al-Iman School. All these people will testify to our hospitality and magnanimity.
Additionally, the relationship between the school and all relevant educational authorities both within and outside the state can best be described as cordial, right from inception as the school has been following every directive, from any of the constituted authorities, to the letter; it has never been found lacking.

The school was on a day break as directed by Plateau state government, unfortunately, the resumption of the students coincided with the descent of daredevils on Al-Iman school. Scarcely ten minutes after some rumour had started making the round that some youths had taken to the street at Gada –biyu miles away from Al-Iman, than some seemingly well-stationed combatants descended on all Islamic Schools in Jos, particularly Al-Iman school. In Al-Iman, which is one of the best schools in the country, all edifices were burnt to ashes. One Mallam Usman  Khalifa, who is an eye witness has this to say: "I was in my hiding  place in my house directly behind Al-Iman School.  The attackers came with guns and other locally manufactured weapons. Some of them were dressed in army uniform, some in police uniform and were wearing pairs of canvas, and others in mufti, among them were women carrying guns". Mallam Usman also added that the second group forced their way through the front gate by pushing a van to break the gate open. He further said that they used fuel from the generator they found in the School to burn the School. Places burnt included: the administration block, staff room, staffroom annex, Directors office, Secretary's office, Accountant's office, Diploma office, CIS admin representative office, CIS deputy admin's office, Store, Home Economics Kitchen, School Shop, Mosque, Computer laboratory, and library. 
With no intent of employing hyperbole, we simply lack words to describe the act of terrorism visited on Al-Iman school. Hitherto, anybody who has been to this school and knows how beautiful and serene the scenery used to be; how magnificent the edifices were, and now visits the school, is bound to have tears running down in torrents. For apart from the loss of properties worth millions of Naira, records, results and a lot of information dating back to 1983, have gone with the flames. Some of the losses are irreparable and irretrievable, truly. It is better seen than imagined.

Consequently as law-abiding citizens and peace-loving too, Al-Iman community has never incited and shall never incite violence. We are in full support of government to ensure that peace and normalcy return to Jos.

However, we are registering our plea to especially the federal government of Nigeria to come to our aid.
We are finally calling on government to set up machinery that will aim at forestalling future occurrence of such an ugly incident.
